This bibliography has been compiled with two matentions in mind. The first
Is to provide a guide to those seeking enlighteriraerwhat morris dancing is all
about: its significance, its history, the varioogis that it takes, and works that
tell you how to do it (though no book alone cartliis). The second is to provide
those who already know something of morris daneitg more detailed
information about the dances they know and theskgeound, and to widen their
knowledge about all the various types of morris.

The booklet is a revision of the late Russell Way' Bibliography of the Morris
Dance published in 1975 as Library Leaflet no.16. Weyttlied in 1980. At the
time of the first edition of this work in 1985, las able to write, “Since his death a
veritable flood of works on morris dancing has appd. Cotswold morris has
been the chief beneficiary of this activity, bus@arch into North-West morris has
also blossomed.” The flood has continued: sincepth®ication of the first edition
of this bibliography in 1985, major new works hakensformed the field, and the
emergence of the internet and the World Wide Wetimpses to do the same
again. It has been eleven years since the puldicafithe second edition, and it
seems time once again to revise the bibliography.

The definition of morris dancing can be a vexinglpgem. This is not the place in
which to enter into the fray, but some decisiongha be made simply to define
the scope of the bibliography. | have followed Ralis#/ortley in excluding the
various activities which, although sometimes cafl@edrris dancing”, are more
commonly known by other names - notably sword dagend mumming. In other
respects the criteria for inclusion are close tséhoutlined in Cawte &c.’s
“Geographical index” (n0.36). Thus, although ndtezh“morris dances” by the
performers, the Molly dances of East Anglia and@ageli Ha of Wales are
covered. A section on the modern revival has agssmbncluded.
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It is usual to classify the modern morris dancenaccording to the areas where
they were traditionally performed. Most of the smumaterial upon which this
classification is based dates from the nineteenthtaentieth centuries. Written
records of morris dancing in the eighteenth ands#e®nd half of the seventeenth
century are less common, notwithstanding efforismjarove the situation (see
nos.7,24,47). Records of morris dancing in theegirth and first half of the
seventeenth century are more numerous, but thegestighat what was being
described as “morris dancing” was different in mamays from the forms of

morris dancing now known to us; and what evideheed is does not suggest that
there were regional variations as they exist nove. for these reasons that this
bibliography is divided into separate sectionsdarly and modern morris, with
further subdivision for modern morris into regiotgbes. Most modern references
to morris identify dancing and dances accordintpe&oplace of origin of the
dancers concerned: thus one speaks of “the Banuadiion” or “the Pershore
dances”. Despite some work tending to undermingptesumptions underlying
such usage (see nos. 52,79), that convention feasrb&ained here.

Where sources are few | have cited most of themfdsuhe better documented
sections (notably General Modern and Cotswoldag been necessary to be very
selective. The main criteria for inclusion in thema selective sections have been
detail and accessibility, with an additional biagards dance notations and tunes.
All the non-electronic works are available at theughan Williams Memorial
Library and many should be available elsewhere.ldbery also has many sound
recordings of both the music and the words of thisiaians and dancers.

In this third edition some web resources have leedoded. Web pages are
notoriously ephemeral in nature: the pages mayg@sar altogether, their web
addresses may change, though the addresses mag theiacontent may alter
radically. | have tried to give preference to webaurces for which one may
anticipate some stability, either because of alrgadven longevity or because of
the credentials of the site.

Many works of a general nature have somethingyabaut the early history of
morris dancing: see V. Alford (no.1), L. Armstrofrp.3), J. Forrest (no.7) and
C.J. Sharp (no.40, Part | of both editions) inipafar. Burton’s book (n0.143)
also goes into the early references in great dé&eind (no.16) and Douce (n0.18)
are the first scholars to pay the question serattention, relying mainly on early
literary and iconographic references; Billingtow.(tb) and Gallop (no.21) try to
go further back in time (as does Armstrong, noadiije Lowe (no.26), Pilling
(no.29) and Smith (no.31) rely on early literarglaron-literary references alike to
try to establish what morris was like in the egéyiod without jumping to
conclusions about modern morris.
